~Open & Hunter Show: $7/class 
~Combined Test: $40/test 
~Dressage Test: $30/test 
~Stall Fees – horse or tack 
     $35 for one day/night; $55 for the weekend  
     $5 per bag shavings –please pre-order w/stall reservations 
~Grounds Fee: $12/day/horse (not required on stalled horses) 
~Electric or water plug in: $28/day (required for even electric 
cords running from barn to horse trailers) – will be monitored!! 
12-month current, negative Coggins Test required. 
Pre-registration must be in our office by March 8, 2010 to have 
access to it for the show.  Otherwise, you may register at the show.   
**Halter and Amoeba division entries MUST be registered by 
7:30am Saturday morning to keep the show running on time. 
 
SHOW RULES: 
1. Proper show attire required.  No schooling attire. 
2. Any riders jumping (showing or schooling) must wear ASTM     
approved helmets and long pants. 
3. Any person deemed dangerous or abusive by show management will 
be required to leave the show 
4. Youth = Rider 18 & under (as of Jan.1, 2010) – no cross entry into 
adult classes 
5.  11 & under = 11 as of January 1, 2010 (can cross enter into regular 
youth classes) 
5. Junior Horse = Horse 5 & under (as of January 1, 2010) 
6. Just Starting entries can only cross enter the Cross Rails classes for 
the Hunter Division 
7. Novice/Green rider/horse = horse or rider in 1st or 2nd year of comp. 
9. Stallions to be shown by adults only 
10. Entire Show judged by USEF rules
